ThisMonth in History

12 June 1961
President Kennedy
signed a Presidentia
Proclamation calling
for the American flag
to be flown at the
Marine Corps War
Memoria in Arlington,
Virginia, "at al times
during the day and
night." Discussions
between the Attorney
General®office and
Marine Corps earlier in
1961 on improving the
visibility of the
monument led to the
proposal to fly the Flag
continuously, which by
law could only be done
by Congressional
legidation or by
Presidential
proclamation.

The Veterans History Project
was created in 2000 when
Congress authorized the Library of
Congressto collect and preserve
the oral histories of our nations
wartime veterans.

All combat veterans serving in
WWI, WWII, Korea, Vietnam,
Persian Gulf War, Afganistan and
Iraq are encouraged to have their
stories recorded.

The completed audio and video
recordings are forwarded to the
Library of Congress where they
are archived for future generations
of Americansto witness.
